a) Mapping Officer’s report

Geoff Hensman provided a report of the Club’s mapping strategy (see attached).
b) ‘O’ tops

Claro Mapping Officer’s Report 2008-2009

The Club’s mapping strategy has been in support of the British Orienteering Vision of More People, More Places, More Podiums (mp3).

As far as Claro’s mapping strategy is concerned, this addresses the More Places:-

Widening the range of places where orienteering takes place - bringing the excitement, fun and skills of navigation at speed to a wider public by holding events more locally, including in or near urban areas, closer to where they live or can reach in the time they wish to devote, and with less environmental impact arising from travel to events.
So, the Claro mapping strategy is to generate one new and one revised map per year; the new map being ‘in or near urban areas’.

For 2008-2009 we have successfully achieved this by:

Producing a new map of West Park Stray and Valley Gardens (Harrogate Borough Council) which was used for a SOSO event
Negotiating permission from the Yorkshire Agricultural Society to use Hookstone Quarries and Bathing Well Woods and from Harrogate Borough Council to use Hookstone Woods, which have enabled us to revise the 1991 map of the whole area and hold a SOSO event.

For the 2009-2010 season we are hoping to achieve:

A new map of Ripon City Centre for a street event

A revised map of Hanging Moor, which is close to Thruscross Reservoir, as permission has been granted after a long period where we have been unable to use the area.

Volunteers to help with the surveying and drawing of maps are always welcome and would enable us to bring other areas into orienteering use - we have our sights on an area around Bilton and on extending the Hookstone map into the Showground area.
Thanks to Allen Banister and Graham Ramsden for help surveying and drawing the new/revised maps.  Others helping with mapping are Mike Cope and David Day.
